An introduction competitive squad, includes all aspects of cheer, tumbling, jumps, dance, stunts and choreography.  This squad will compete in competitions and possibly travel to a National competition in the years to come.  This squad will perform, do competitions and is a very committed squad.

JETKIDS, INC. ALL STAR CHEERLEADING MANUAL
Being a member of the JETKids, INC. All Star Cheerleaders is both a privilege and a responsibility.  This activity will bring a great sense of pride and accomplishment to both you and your child.  It also involves hard work and commitment to keep it successful.  This contract is for the 2008 - 2009 season, from October 2008 to May 2009.  Following the contract will help keep the season successful and enjoyable for everyone involved.

I. SQUADS

A. Individuals will be placed on a team based upon their age and ability.

B. Cheer performance training classes will be offered to those who are not on a performance squad.
II. TUITION
A. Tuition
1. Is based on the number of hours trained per week.  

2. All squads will pay a registration fee of $75.00 per cheerleader per year.

3. Performance Team (4 hours cheer) $128.00 per month    

4. Your first tuition payment of $128.00  will be for October tuition and the 2008-2009 registration fee will be $75 in addition if you have not already paid.  This will be payable to JET.  
5. This year we will offer a discount of 10% for Tuition if paid in one lump sum. This does not include any JCTF payments, this is only tuition!
B. All tuition for competitive squads is due no later than the first of the each month.

C. A late fee of $25.00 will be assessed to any tuition paid after the 5th of the month.

D. Open gym is recommended for all athletes who wish to increase their skill level.  It is held Friday’s from 6:00pm - 8:00pm at a cost of $6.00. 
E. JETKids, INC. All Star Cheerleading reserves the right to withhold any student from practice and competitions based on outstanding tuition and/or fees.

F. All payment schedules are based on a 48-week year.  There are no make-ups scheduled or pro-ration of fees for team times cancelled due to scheduled closures and/or performances.

III.  TEAM BUDGET AND BOOSTER CLUB
An annual budget will be provided to every squad member.  It is the sole responsibility of each member to meet their budget portion.  The cost may be paid by the individual or fund raised by the Booster Club.  The budget clearly outlines the expenses and purpose for each portion of the budget.

A schedule of payment dates for the annual budget will be included with the budget.  Payments will be expected on schedule from each individual unless the Cheer Booster Club makes 1 payment.

Any student behind in fees will be with held from performances and practice.

All budget payments should be made to the JET Cheer Team Fund and MAY NOT be combined with your tuition payment.

Explanation of Account payment are made to 

JET
This account is run by JETKids, Inc.  It is set up for tuition payment and can be paid by cash, check, VISA or MasterCard

JCTF – JET Cheer Team Fund
This account is run by JETKids, Inc.  It is set up to pay for uniforms, camps, budget and Nationals.  Money paid in to this account will be applied accordingly.  Should you over pay amount will roll over to the next year.  No refunds are given.  Payments should be made by cash or checks (payable to JCTF).

JCBC – JET Cheer Booster Club
This account is run by the Booster club, a separate identity from JETKids, Inc.  It is set up for fund raising for your child.  Money put through the booster club has a mandatory split of 10% to the Booster Club general fund and 90% to your child’s individual account.  The general fund account pays for operation the booster club i.e.:  taxes, bank fees, coaches’ gifts, and year end banquet.  You designate what is done with your individual account i.e.:  pay for camp, uniform, budget, Nationals.  Should you leave the cheer squad, any money left in your booster club account is forfeited and transferred to the general fund of the Booster Club.  

IV.  PRACTICE TIMES AND DAYS – Effective October 1, 2008
A.  Performance Squad
Monday/Wednesday 6:00-8:00  
Tumbling Classes will be offered by level Tuesdays and Thursdays (times TBA)
Open Gym will be held on Fridays from 6:00-8:00.

B.  All practice times are subject to change.  Changes will only be made as necessary for coaching purposes.  At JETKids, Inc. we understand everyone's schedule is busy, please understand that these changes may be necessary over time.

C. “All squad” practices and extra practices maybe scheduled periodically throughout the year as necessary.
D. Plan on extra time as we get closer to competitions.  These extra times offset missed classes from scheduled events and breaks.

V. ATTENDANCE
A. All absences must be excused by the cheer director.  Please call JETKids, INC. (303-933-6136) ahead of time to excuse practices.

B. A tardy is considered being late or leaving early.  Three (3) tardies equals 1 unexcused absence.

C. Please remember that any absence affects the performance of the entire squad.  Cheerleading is a team sport and all members must practice together for the team to excel.

D. Coaches reserve the right to remove a student from a competition/performance or squad based on attendance.

E. Removal from a competition/performance does not mean the student is OK'd to skip the competition or practice.  Practices and competitions still must be attended.

F. Missed practices cannot be made up, as it is a team sport.
G. Excused absences include:

1. Illness

2. Family emergency (such as illness, death)

3. Academics

4. Doctors' appointments that are due to an injury incurred at practice.

H. Unexcused absences include:

1. Other activities i.e.:  parties, birthday, etc.

2. Social school activities

3. Family Activities (i.e.:  family going out to dinner, weekend trips etc...)

4. Appointments (such as hair and/or doctors appointments)

5.   All squad absences from November through March are unexcused, due to the importance of all team members attending each practice for the high level of competition.  Your success depends on your level of commitment!!
VI.   GYM RULES

A.  The following is a set of rules to be followed by all members of JETKids, Inc. All Star Cheerleading.  Please be advised that disobeying gym rules could result in disciplinary actions taken on the part of JETKids, Inc. and its coaches.  Always respect the gym rules as they are set forth purely for the safety of our athletes.

a. Be on time

b. Be prepared and have all materials

c. Dress appropriately in required work out gear.
d. Cheer shoes should be carried into JETKids, Inc. or Competitions.  DO NOT wear your uniform 

       shoes outside (unless told to by your coach).

e. Pay attention

f. Long hair must be tied back

g. NEVER enter the floor area without a coach

h. No jewelry

i. Be respectful of others

j. Never get on any equipment without a coach

k. NO parents allowed on the floor

l. NO food allowed on the floor - please eat before arriving

m. Water bottles are allowed containing water only
n. Absolutely NO inappropriate language

o. No coaching from parents

p. Drop off students no more than 10 minutes before scheduled practice.

q. Pick up students on time.
JETKids, Inc. policies are designed to keep practices as safe and productive as possible.  Parental help is needed to maintain with these policies.
VII. UNIFORMS
A. The JETKids, Inc. uniform will consist of:  (female) a skirt, a shell top, underliner, briefs, a body liner, warm-ups jacket (opt), hair ribbons, shoes, and three practice outfits.  Uniforms may be bought new or used.  The used uniform is available to returning JETKids, Inc. cheerleaders first and then to those who have made the squad for the first time.

B. Uniforms are purchased and owned by the cheerleader, however the name and logo is a JETKids, Inc. trademark and may not be copied by any individual for personal use.

C. JETKids, Inc. uniforms will be ordered as soon as paid for.  Each participant will schedule a time for a fitting at JETKids, Inc. on a set date.

D. Uniforms will not be ordered without a deposit of 100% the cost of uniform.  No uniform or partial uniform will be given out until full balance is received.  Payment should be made to the JET Cheer Team Fund (JCTF).
E. JETKids, Inc. Cheer will attempt to keep the same uniforms each year, but there are times when either the entire uniform or uniform pieces must be changed.  Please be aware that you may end up buying uniform pieces each year.  Plan on buying shoes and practice clothes annually.

VIII. CAMP
A. In the Future of JETKids, Inc. Competitive Cheer Teams may attend summer camp.

B. The JETKids, Inc. Competitive Cheer Team may attend NCA summer camp.  The cheerleaders will attend between June 29th and July 2nd.  The camp is in Boulder at the University of Colorado.  The cost of this camp is approximately $300.00 (this cost is determined by the number of squad members).  Payment to be made payable to JCTF (A $75.00 non-refundable deposit is due May, with the remaining balance due by June 
C. B.  The cheerleaders also have a pre-Boulder camp.  Cheerleaders will be required to attend a day camp from 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM on Saturday in June at JETKids, Inc.  The cost of this camp is included with your June Tuition Cost.
IX. PERFORMANCES
A. Cheerleading is different from most sports.  Every member counts and is an integral part of the squad.  Due to this, members on the competitive squads are expected to attend all performances and competitions.

B. A cheerleader, who misses any performance, may forfeit their spot on the squad.

C. Coaches have the right to remove a cheerleader from the team if she proves unreliable.

D. November is extremely important; please notify coaches of any schedule conflicts ahead of time.

E. Squad members may be replaced by members from the performance classes.

X.  CAPTAIN

A. The squads and coaches will select captains for their squad.  The captains are expected to be examples for all squad members to follow.  These members will be held to a higher standard than other squad members.  Captains can be suspended or removed from their position without losing their place as a squad member.

XI. CONTACTS AND EMERGENCY CARDS

A. Each cheerleader must have a contract, registration form and emergency card filled out before any practices, performances or clinics with the JETKids, Inc. All Star Cheerleaders.  They will not be able to participate until these papers are complete.

B. By signing this emergency card, you agree to allow any qualified JETKids, Inc. coach to seek medical treatment, should your child become injured while in their care.  The JETKids, Inc. coaches agree to reasonably attempt to reach a parent, guardian or emergency contact before taking such action.

XII. DRESS CODE

The JETKids, Inc. All Star Cheerleaders are a very athletic squad and will follow a strict dress code.

A. Girls are required to have hair pulled entirely back for every practice.  This must be done before practice.  Girls may not wear big barrettes or hair bows.  Elastic bands or cloth scrunches should be used. 

B. All jewelry (earrings, watches, necklaces, bracelets, body piercing, and barrettes) must be taken off before practice.

C. Team members must wear a shirt and shorts or required practice clothes for practice.  No uncovered sports bras - a tight fitting cami combined with sports bra or leotard is required!
D. Cheer shoes are considered official gear and should only be worn at practice and performances - carry them with you.  Do not wear them to school or outside (unless instructed to do so by your coach).  
E. Any rule that is not followed may result in that cheerleader sitting out that practice.

XIII. TRANSPORATION - DROP OFF AND PICK-UP

A. No student of JETKids, Inc. will be allowed to leave practice with anyone that we do not know.  If someone does not usually take your child to or from practice and will be picking her up, we must have notification!  If we do not receive such notification, they will not be allowed to leave with that person.  

B. Please do not drop off your child at a performance unless you are sure that a JETKids, Inc. Cheer coach is there.  

C. JETKids, Inc. is not in the business of babysitting!  Do not drop your child for practice, without prior consent, more than 10 minutes before your scheduled practice time and always pick up your child on time.

D. Always make sure that your child has the phone number of the gym (303-933-6136) and another emergency number as an added safety measure.
XIV. NATIONALS
The JETKids, Inc. All Star teams may advance to one or more National competitions, outside the state of Colorado. 

1.  National competitions are held in January, February, and March.  Please do not plan any vacations during these three months as your coaches may select to attend any of these nationals.  

2.  Coaches will decide where the team will stay during the competition and it is a requirement that the team stay together while at competitions.

A. The cost for each National competition is approximately $1000.00 per person plus food and spending money.  This money is an expense separate from the budget and can be financed through fund raising or paid for individually.

B. Please remember that the trip to Nationals is a competition, not a vacation.  We do allow the team extra days to stay, after they compete for sight seeing.  Their focus before hand must be the competition.  The squad will remain under coach's supervision until after the competition (i.e.:  they will practice together, eat together, etc.)
C. Nationals locations are subject to change, but will almost always require airfare and a hotel stay.  Please budget appropriately for this additional expense.
D. National competition is up to coaches’ discretion.  All members travel as a team with coaches on exact meeting dates unless otherwise decided.   Chaperones will be provided for each squad.  Athletes will stay at the host hotel on all scheduled dates.
